· Please be prompt to start each class. To minimize delays be ready to start by having shoes on, extra clothes off, hair pulled back, potty breaks done, and goodbyes said before the start of class. I know this can be difficult and may take a few weeks to get down, but please keep this a priority, especially for the younger students! Also, I request that no toys, jewelry, and excessive headbands be brought into the classroom. Leave those things at the back of the hallway. It's amazing how easy it is to get distracted when there are so many things to play with and look at!

 

· I request that no parents or visitors be in the classroom once the class starts.  Once again, I need the focus of the students to be with me. If a child is having difficulty transitioning I ask that the parents leave them with me or my assistant, Laura, and we will help them adjust. If that doesn't work, we will come and get the parent and make a decision at that point of what to do. Usually the child does fine, but I know occasionally it is overwhelming for young ones and we will do our best to help them join in the class.

 

· The last class of each session will be open for parents to watch and participate! More details will be sent home with students.

 

· Please be available promptly to meet your child outside of the classroom door at the official end of class. We will not be able to wait with them as another class will be starting.

 

· No gum or food should be in the classroom. Water bottles are permitted.

ATTIRE FOR CLASSES
 

Hair: Pulled back in a ponytail or bun. Please make sure it is secured so valuable classroom time is not spent "fixing" hair.

 

Creative Movement: pink ballet slippers, black leotard, pink tights (no skirts due to the fact that they usually turn into a necklace, cape or whatnot!) I will give students the opportunity on the last class of the session to be "creative" in their attire! Boys: white t-shirt, black shorts, black ballet shoes.

 

Ballet/Jazz: pink ballet slippers, black leotard, pink tights. Boys: white t-shirt, black shorts, black ballet shoes. (Students taking ballet/jazz may bring black jazz pants to slip on over their pink tights, for now we will wear ballet shoes during jazz.)

 

Hip-Hop: clean non-skid sneakers, easy to move in clothes, modest attire. No jeans or bare midriffs please. Shorts must come to the knee.

 

Modern/Lyrical: Socks or bare feet. Any color leotard and tights. Students may wear a tank and dance shorts over their leotard and tights, but this is an intermediate class; therefore, I will need to see the lines of the body to most effectively teach.  Please keep attire modest, but not baggy.

Keep in mind that there are many activities going on at the church and the dance center is a welcome part of the overall vision for TPCC. We want to show respect for others by conducting ourselves in a professional manner.  Please do not let children go unattended and be aware that Bible studies or classes will be going on as well.  Keep that in mind with noise levels in the hallways. I also request that each student wear a cover-up over their leotard and tights to and from class. While in the building each student should present themselves in a modest self-controlled way, not running, jumping, or practicing their splits outside of the classroom! I know with little ones this can be a challenge as I am a mother of four (three boys and a girl).
